SPONSOR-A-CHILD PROGRAM

Here is how it works:
For each child who receives sponsorship, we

require the parent or guardian to volunteer
for a minimum of 45 hours of community work

at the school. The community work could be
anything from gardening and cooking, to
cleaning, attending workshops and other

courses we offer. In addition, they are required
to contribute K150 per year, (approx. $8)

towards their child's education. This will ensure
the parents have a vested interest in their

child's education and feel good about
contributing towards their child's future.

Criteria for each Parent  
We are working with a small local

committee to identify children who cannot
afford to go to school. The children in our

program are either vulnerable, orphaned,
or whose parents or guardians are extremely
hard workers making a significant impact in
the community and simply cannot afford to

send their children to school.
